MINUTES OF THE SPECIAL MEETING 

September 20, 2004 – 5:00 pm

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

Chairman Andreasen called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm.  George Andreasen, Mike Dunn, Willy Hagge, Marie Neer and John Vass were present.  Executive Officer Amy Beauchane was also present.
PUBLIC COMMENT

There was no public comment submitted.
PUBLIC HEARING – CONDUCTING AUTHORITY (PROTEST HEARING) PROCEEDINGS FOR THE MODOC AREA PARK AND RECREATION DISTRICT
A proposed change of organization to form a Recreation and Parks District to provide public recreation for the residents of Modoc County was approved by LAFCO on July 23, 2004. Executive Officer Beauchane explained that this public hearing provides an opportunity for residents within the proposed area to submit protest for consideration by LAFCO.   
The boundaries of the proposed district would be an area reflecting the boundaries of the Modoc Joint Unified School District, including all of Unit 5 in California Pines, but excluding land north of Sugar Hill in the Willow Ranch and New Pine Creek areas; land east of Clear Lake Reservoir and west of Goose Lake; and property located in Lassen County. 
Ms. Beauchane noted that she had previously received six notices of protest that would be entered into the formal record herein.
The Public Hearing was opened by Chairman Andreasen.  One additional protest was received.

The Public hearing was closed.

Executive Officer Beauchane explained that the protests received would be verified as to owner and voter records.  She did note that even if each protest received (seven total) were verified, it did not meet the threshold of overturning the previous LAFCO approval (fifty percent plus one).  
APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES
The approval of the minutes from June 21, 2004 was moved by Commissioner Hagge.  Commissioner Dunn provided the second.  The minutes were approved by a voice vote of the Commission.
The approval of the minutes from July 23, 2004 was moved by Commissioner Neer.  Commissioner Hagge provided the second.  The minutes were approved by a voice vote of the Commission.

ACCEPT OR DENY STATUS OF PRINCIPAL COUNTY REQUEST FROM SISKIYOU LAFCO, RE: LAVA BEDS AND BUTTE VALLEY RESOURCE CONSERVATION DISTRICT CONSOLIDATION

The Executive Officer presented a brief history of the proposal and discussed the reasons as to why the Districts were requesting the principal county status to be in Modoc County.  Staff discussed her willingness to work with the proponents and encouraged the commission to move to accept the responsibility of handling the project.
Gene Kelly, a former Director from the Butte Valley RCD discussed the difficulty in maintaining a functional Board.  He briefly explained the need for Consolidation and why the Districts felt compelled to utilize Modoc County as the Principal County.

Commissioner Hagge moved to accept the Principal County status in regard to the Consolidation proposal.  Commissioner Neer provided the second.  The motion was approved by a voice vote.

Grant Extension to City of Alturas, Re: MSR Completion

The Executive Officer discussed the need to grant an extension for the City of Alturas to complete their Municipal Service Review.  She noted that this was a requirement of the Airport and Millsite Annexation to have submitted their MSR within one year of the proposal.  
Commissioner Hagge moved to grant a six month extension to the City of Alturas, with the understanding that progress would be monitored by LAFCO staff and reported to the Commission.  Commissioner Dunn provided the second.  The motion passed by voice vote.

REPORTS
The Executive Officer gave a brief report on the recently held CALAFCO Annual Conference (September 8-10th in Anaheim).  
Ms. Beauchane also provided a report on the MSR process.  She noted the difficulty in finding a consultant to perform some of the MSR process.  She also encouraged the Commissioners to submit any names of candidates that might desire a copy of the RFP.
