The Executive Officer presented the minutes of April12, 2004.  Commissioner Hagge moved for approval.  Commissioner Dunn provided the second.  The minutes were approved as presented.
MUNICIPAL SERVICE REVIEW UPDATE

The Executive Officer discussed the struggle to obtain relevant information from the Districts.  She also noted that during the budget adoption period it was difficult to ask the agencies for current information.  

Ms. Beauchane then asked the Commission for direction regarding the hiring of a consultant to collect and organize the data for the consolidated fire services MSR.  The Commission directed her to proceed with the issuance of an RFP.
LAFCO FINANCIAL POLICY DEVELOPMENT

Ms. Beauchane discussed some difficulties which she had encountered regarding the management of LAFCO funds.  Commissioner Dunn noted that he had also spoken with the CAO and that he felt the issues were being resolved.  The Commission directed MS. Beauchane to monitor 2004-05 billing and to report back to the Commission on a future agenda.

The Public Hearing was opened.  There was no public comment.  The Public Hearing was closed.

Commissioner Hagge moved for adoption of the 2004-05 Final Budget.  Commissioner Cameron provided the second.  The Final Budget was approved as submitted via voice vote.

PROPOSED LIABILITY INSURANCE CARRIER CHANGES
Executive Officer Beauchane discussed the need to adopt a resolution authorizing the execution of an agreement with the California Special District Association to provide Errors and Omissions Coverage.  The Commission, upon a motion by Commissioner Dunn and seconded by Commissioner Cameron, voted to adopt LAFCO Resolution 04-01, authorizing coverage through CSDA.
PROJECTS

The Executive Officer presented a timeline regarding the Park & Recreation District Formation.  If LAFCO were to serve as the lead agent for the CEQA process, Ms. Beauchane noted that there would be a lengthier timeframe due to a more diligent process.  Mr. Scott Kessler of the Modoc Country Planning Department noted that with the Board of Supervisor’s support, he would be willing to adopt a CEQA Exemption which would allow for the process to be expedited.

The Commission indicated their desire to have the County serve as the lead agent and for LAFCO to maintain a responsible agency status.  The Commission directed Scott to proceed with the exemption process and for Ms. Beauchane to prepare the staff work necessary for the project.  A special meeting date was set on July 23, 2004 to hold the public hearing.
Ms. Beauchane then discussed the Butte Valley and Lava Beds RCD Consolidation.  She highlighted recent discussions with staff from Siskiyou LAFCO and their indication that they would like Modoc LAFCO to serve as the lead agent.  Ms. Beauchane stated that until the Siskiyou LAFCO took action to formalize that request, then Modoc LAFCO was not yet the principal county and therefore not responsible for the project as more than an affected agency.  Further reports and later action are likely indicated.

Chairman Andreasen adjourned the meeting at 6:10 pm.
