March 28, 2005 – 5:00 pm

CALL TO ORDER/ROLL CALL

Chairman Andreasen called the meeting to order at 5:10 pm.  Commissioners George Andreasen, Dan Macsay and Marie Neer were present.  Executive Officer Amy Beauchane was also present.  Commissioner Vass was present via teleconference.

PUBLIC HEARING – LAFCO FILE 2004-02, LAVA BEDS AND BUTTE VALLEY RESOURCE CONSERVATION DISTRICT CONSOLIDATION
By Joint Resolution, the JPA serving as the governing entity of Lava Beds RCD and Butte Valley RCD, has requested that Modoc LAFCO (1) serve as Principal county in this Bi-County Proposal and (2) consolidate the previously separate Resource Conservation Districts into one District in order to better address landowner representation, conservation prioritization, program delivery, conservation practice application and more efficiently administer such programs.

The Executive Officer presented the Staff Report, which is hereby included in the record as mentioned.

The Manager of the District(s), Mr. Bryan Voght was available for comment and questions from the Commissioners.

The Public Hearing was opened, no comments submitted and then closed.

A motion to adopt Resolution 2005-01, approving the Consolidation as presented with the recommended conditions was made by Commissioner Macsay.  Commissioner Neer provided the second.  The motion passed by voice vote.

The Public Hearing was opened.  No comment was presented. The Public Hearing was closed.

By motion (Macsay) and second (Neer), the Draft Budget was adopted as presented.

Grant 2nd Extension to City of Alturas, Re: MSR Completion

The Executive Officer discussed the need to grant a second extension for the City of Alturas to complete their Municipal Service Review.  

Commissioner Neer moved to grant a three month extension to the City of Alturas, with the understanding that progress would be monitored by LAFCO staff and reported to the Commission.  Commissioner Macsay provided the second.  The motion passed by voice vote.

MSR STATUS REPORT
The Executive Officer reported that the MSR process is continuing.  County-wide, almost 75% of District MSRs are in draft form and waiting for agency updates.  Once agency updates are received, mapping is the only significant addition that will be necessary prior to adoption.
The Executive Officer noted that she was working with some State and Federal land use agencies in an attempt to influence GIS mapping that has begun in the Modoc area.  Ideally, within the next four to six months, LAFCO will be able to work with the Assessor’s office and other agencies to create data-based maps that clearly reflect the District boundaries.

MSR BUDGETARY DISCUSSION
The Executive Officer discussed the lack of consultants available to do MSR work in Modoc County.  She noted that she released the RFP and circulated it twice with no response.  The Executive Officer then discussed the work that she had recently done on the MSRs, knowing that they were specifically outside the bounds of her contract.  

The Commission discussed the situation and opted to sign a secondary contract with Ms. Beauchane to pay her for work done up to this point and through June 30, 2005 on the Municipal Service Reviews.  Commissioner Macsay made a motion to pay Ms. Beauchane $5,600 for services rendered through June 30, 2005, authorizing Chairman Andreasen to draft and sign a contract with Ms. Beauchane relating to these matters and reserve $3000 for mapping needs relating to MSRs.  Commissioner Neer provided the second.  The motion was passed by voice vote.
Work necessary to complete the MSRs after June 30, 2005 will be by separate contract to be discussed and negotiated at a later date.
The Executive Officer noted that she was working with some State and Federal land use agencies in an attempt to influence GIS mapping that has begun in the Modoc area.  Ideally, within the next four to six months, LAFCO will be able to work with the Assessor’s office and other agencies to create data-based maps that clearly reflect the District boundaries.

REPORTS

The Executive Officer provided a report on legislation, recent work and the direction of LAFCO work over the coming months.  She stated that Commissioner Dunn would like to have a performance review for the Executive Officer position.  Ms. Beauchane noted that there was no policy, format or history for such a review and asked Commissioner Neer to work with her to develop such in the future.  Ms. Beauchane also noted that the Public Member and Public Member Alternate positions were due to expire and that the notice for those positions would be circulated and ran in the paper.  She also noted that the election for Chair and Vice Chair should take place at the next regular meeting. 

ADJOURNMENT

Chairman Andreasen adjourned the meeting at 5:50 pm.
