Call to Order/Roll Call

Public Hearing – Alturas Airport and Millsite Annexation

The Executive Officer briefly reviewed the project for the Commission, noting that the maps had been received and that the item had been continued for that purpose.  

The Public Comment period was opened.  Mr. Arena and Mr. Watters asked about the notification requirements for the project.  Ms. Beauchane reviewed the requirements.  Amy Beauchane reported that all notifications were in order, but would discuss with City staff the proper location for posting the agenda.
Al Arena expressed concerns about city's fire rating after annexation.  Joe Watters discussed actions he believed would be needed, including a new fire truck, fire station and also questioned the capacity for water availability and service.

Amy reported that questionnaires were sent out at the end of May.  She has received only four responses.  She asked the Commission to support a meeting to follow the next regular LAFCO hearing on September 8, 2003 for Special District representatives.  
Commissioner Hagge moved, and Commissioner Vass seconded that the proposed workshop format be approved.  The motion passed by a voice vote.

The Executive Officer reported that the Cal LAFCO meeting will be on September 24-26 in San Francisco.  Mike Dunn expressed interest in attending.  Ms. Beauchane will plan appropriate accommodations and registration.

 

Ms. Beauchane reported that the Butte Valley and Lava Bed Soil Conservation Districts have been discussing a merger option.  Further reports and action will be forthcoming.
