Call to Order

A regular meeting of the Local Agency Formation Commission of Modoc County was called to order by Chairman George Andreason at 5:08 p.m., Monday March 11, 2002 at Alturas City Hall, 200 North Street in Alturas, California.

Roll Call

A roll call was taken finding the following members present:

The Executive Officer was also present, as was one member in the audience.

Public Comment

A member of the public, Ms. Ann Francis came forward to speak at the appropriate time.  She expressed her frustration with the slow moving process and beauracratic nature of processing proposals through LAFCO.  

Approval/Correction/Adoption of Minutes

The minutes of the December 19, 2001 meeting were reviewed and discussed.  Commissioner Williams moved for approval and Commissioner Dunn provided the second.  The motion to approve and adopt the minutes of December 19, 2001 was approved by a voice vote.

At 5:25 Commissioner Marie Neer entered the meeting and took to the dais.

Commissioner Workshop – Introduction to LAFCO

The Executive Officer presented material on LAFCO and discussed the recent law changes brought about by AB 2838 (Hertzberg).  Discussion followed. 

Policy Development

Discussion regarding the adoption of regular meeting dates and times was held.  A determination was made to accept the Executive Officer’s recommendation to:

Move/Second/Adopt to establish the 2nd Monday of the month as the regular meeting date for Modoc LAFCO, commencing at 5:00 p.m., as needed and called by the Chair.  If the 2nd Monday falls on a holiday, then the meeting shall automatically be moved to the 3rd Monday.

If an additional meeting is necessary to hear a proposal or respond to a time sensitive issue, a special meeting will be called.

A motion to adopt the recommendation was made by Commissioner Dunn and seconded by Commissioner Coffin.  The motion was accepted and passed by voice vote.

A review of the proposed Project Application Form was held.  A motion to adopt the proposed form was made by Commissioner Dunn and the second was proved by Commissioner Coffin.  The motion was adopted by a voice vote.

It was determined that further information was needed prior to adopting a Fee Schedule and Deposit Policy.  The Executive Officer was directed to investigate the issue further and to bring back additional information at the next available meeting date.

Modoc LAFCO Website 

The Commission reviewed the site content presented by the Executive Officer.  A motion was made by Commissioner Coffin to direct staff to post the content upon the Modoc website (www.modoc.lafco.ca.gov). The second was provided by Commissioner Dunn and the motion was approved by a voice vote.

Williamson Act 

A discussion of the Williamson Act and the impact upon LAFCO policy was had.  It was noted that several legislative bills were being drafted that may further limit LAFCO powers regarding annexation of Williamson Act lands.  The Policy and Procedures currently being drafted by the executive Officer will reflect the Williamson Act standards.

Reports

The Executive Officer provided a summary of current items of interest to the Commission, including the update of the policies and Procedures as well as the transition from LAFCO as a county agency to LAFCO as an independent agency.

Adjournment

The meeting was adjourned at 6:25 p.m. by Chairman Andreason.
